Student Awards Program - 2010
The Peninsula Co-op Student Awards program has been developed to recognize the academic efforts, athletic achievements, community service and spirit of cooperation demonstrated by our young people. The awards are intended to assist financially with the pursuit of a post-secondary education.

The Peninsula Co-op Student Awards Program is exclusively for active members in good standing with Peninsula Co-op and their immediate family*.  Memberships must be active as of or prior to September 1, 2009 to qualify for consideration.

Two awards will be presented in each category.  The first recipient will receive $1,500 and the second will receive $1,000.

Awards and application requirements:

Bud Nunn Award:
              One award of $1,500 and one award of $1,000


This award recognizes outstanding academic achievement, balanced with support for the community, your school and involvement in extra-curricular activities.  Applicants will be pursuing post-secondary education in any field.

1. You must be completing grade 12 this year and in a position to graduate at the end of the school year.

2. You must have achieved at least a B average in grade 11 and 12 and met the BC provincial graduation requirements.

3. You must be accepted at a post-secondary institution for the same year that you graduate.

4. You must have contributed to your community and/or school through volunteer or extra-curricular activities.

Sus Tabata Science Award:
              One award of $1,500 and one award of $1,000


This award recognizes outstanding academic achievement, balanced with support for the community, your school and involvement in extra-curricular activities.  Applicants will be pursuing a post-secondary education in the field of science.  Engineering students may apply for this award.

1. You must be completing grade 12 this year and in a position to graduate at the end of the school year.
2. You must have achieved at least a B average in grade 11 and 12 and met the BC provincial graduation requirements.

3. You must be accepted at a post-secondary institution for the same year that you graduate, pursuing a degree in science.  

4. You must have contributed to your community and/or school through volunteer or extra-curricular activities.
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Jack Groves Award:                                       One award of $1,500 and one award of $1,000


This award recognizes outstanding contributions to the community through volunteer work and/or support of the school.  Applicants must be in a position to graduate in 2010 and will be pursuing a post-secondary education in any field.

1. You must have contributed to your community and/or school in a significant way through volunteer or extra-curricular activities.

2. You must be completing grade 12 this year and in a position to graduate at the end of the school year.

3. You must have achieved grades appropriate for entry and provide proof of acceptance into a post- secondary program.  You must commence this program in the same year that you graduate.

Trades, Technology & Career Preparation Award:  One award of $1,500 and one award of                    
                           $1,000

This award will recognize academic achievement and community involvement for those intending to pursue further education toward a trade, business or other career requiring post-secondary training.  Examples of intended careers include the skilled trades (carpenter, mechanic, plumber etc.), health care (nursing, personal care, dental hygiene, etc.), criminal justice, environmental science, home support, fine arts, etc.  These are only a few examples of the many possible careers an applicant may be pursuing.

1. You must be completing grade 12 this year and in a position to graduate at the end of the school year.
2. You must have achieved grades appropriate for entry and provide proof of acceptance into a post secondary program.  This must commence within the year following graduation.  For example, if you graduate in June 2010 you must commence your post-secondary education by the end of 2011.
3. You must have contributed to your community and/or school through volunteer or extra-curricular activities.

Co-op Athletic Award: 
             One award of $1,500 and one award of $1,000


This award recognizes outstanding academic and athletic achievement, balanced with support for the community and involvement in extra-curricular activities.  Applicants will be pursuing a post-secondary education in any field and may be pursuing athletics at the post-secondary level.

1. You must be completing grade 12 this year and in a position to graduate at the end of the school year.
2. You must have achieved at least a B average in grade 11 and 12 and met the BC provincial graduation requirements.

3. You must have participated in school, club and/or community sports recognized by a provincial sports organization during grade 11 and 12.

4. You must be accepted at a post-secondary institution for the same year that you graduate.  

5. You must have contributed to your community and/or school through volunteer or extra-curricular activities.
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Notification

Successful applicants will be notified in October and will receive their award in November.  

All applicants will be notified in October about the status of their application.

Other Financial Assistance

Peninsula Co-op has also established bursaries at Camosun College and the University of Victoria. Please apply directly to these institutions.   

In 2007 Peninsula Co-op and the Camosun College Foundation established the Peninsula Co-op Exercise and Wellness Award fund.  The purpose of the fund is to recognize on an annual basis the top all around student in the Exercise and Wellness program at Camosun College.  Preference will go to a qualifying Co-op employee, member or member’s immediate family. * For more information please visit the Camosun website.

6. Details of your community, school and extra-curricular activities including an estimate of the number of hours you have devoted in each area during Grades 11 and 12. 
7. Awards and/or recognition received.

8. Two letters of reference.  A maximum of one of these letters should be from a coach for Athletic Award applicants.
